THE CENTRE FOR STAFF TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT


In cognizance of the need for training as an essential aspect in the development process, Dr.B.R.Ambedkar Open University set up the Centre for Staff Training and Development  (CSTD) in April 1993 to provide in-service training to all its employees and others who are associated with the University. 

OBJECTIVES OF THE CENTRE

The objectives of the Centre are

i) to assess the training needs of different categories of distance educators and distance education organizers;

ii) to arrange for skill development and application of new technologies;

iii) to provide opportunities for professional growth through wider exposure to development and innovation;

iv) to plan and organize a variety of training activities;

v) to assist in organizational improvement;

vi) to develop training materials/manuals; and

vii) to collaborate with agencies having similar objectives.

ACTIVITIES OF THE STAFF OF THE CENTRE 

The staff of the Centre assist the Director in 

a)  assessing the training needs;

b) organizing in-house training programmes;

c) organizing seminars, conferences, symposia, workshops or awareness/orientation/refresher/skill-oriented/technical/training programmes at the university level/state level/national level;

d) Collecting feedback and taking follow up action, etc.

FUNCTIONS OF THE DIRECTOR

The Director is to perform the following functions for the smooth and effective functioning of the Centre.

1.  Assessment of training needs of different categories of distance educators

2. Planning and organization of training programmes for different categories of distance educators 

3. Training programmes for the application of modern technologies in distance education

4. Collaboration with other institutions with common aims

5. Providing consultancy services and organization of skill-bases, need-based and custom-built training programmes, etc.
